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Micah 6:1-8

In Micah chapter 6, God is not pleased with Israel. He no longer wants to receive
empty words of apology or meaningless acts of sacrifice. He wants true action from
sincere hearts. He wants humility, understanding, repentance and response. He still
wants this today.
