We are being trained to think waiting is a bad thing. Unfortunately, sometimes we
apply that logic to God. We think if we pray a certain way, or have enough faith God
will instantly answer our prayers with a resounding glorious "yes!" every single time.
The simple fact is this is not always how God works. God is not some cosmic
vending machine, ready to dose out what we request at a moment's notice.
Sometimes we must wait, perhaps because His ways are not our ways. His timing is
his own, and His presence, peace, and transformation are worth waiting for.
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
