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Hebrews 11:23-34

Courage is doing something even though you are afraid. It is placing our faith in a
better outcome than what we imagine in front of us. Moses' parents began his life
story from a place of faith and fearlessness. They understood that there were great
plans for this little boy, and trusted in God more than they feared Pharaoh. Moses
grew up with that same sense of faith rather than fear.

Egypt.
