This
promise of the Holy Spirit was especially important because Jesus has just assured
his disciples that their path would not be easy: they would experience the same
kinds of persecutions because they were associated with Jesus. The Holy Spirit will
help the disciples to endure this, and will be a Comforter and presence after Jesus
departs. Today, the Holy Spirit continues to be with us, which in addition to the Bible
and the fellowship of other believers, is God's way of keeping in touch with us.
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
