24,901 miles. Thousands of miles would have to be covered to end where you
began. And yet, no matter how far you go you will never find the spot where the east
and the west meet. The east and west are worlds apart, never touching, never
crossing, forever separate. That astonishingly remote separation is the same
distance as your transgressions (willful violations against known laws of God) are
from you when God saves you. You can not even measure that distance! What
freedom and life God's grace provides us.
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
