Joseph was falsely accused of treachery because he chose purity. The result of his
integrity was a jail cell.

In the end, God once raised up Joseph as a source of
hope.

We have to make up our mind what we believe about God. Is He the kind of God
who abandons us when life gets tough? Or is He the one who uses every
circumstance to craft His perfect plan in our lives? When we choose to believe the
latter, we build a heritage of faith that will cause those who come behind us to
believe in a God who never leaves us.
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
