Where
can we find agreement? With differing theological traditions, where can we find
agreement with other believers?

Perhaps we can begin at the most basic, tangible elements of faith: Jesus is Lord,
he is risen from the dead, and is coming again to claim all that is rightfully his as
King of Kings and Lord of Lords. 
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
