Still, the way of Jesus is to forgive
the sinners, which should be easy because it places us in the upper position of a
judge over their wrong-doing, and the giver of their needed forgiveness. Isn't power
a wonderful thing to have in a human transaction?

Maybe that's why we need our faith increased, so that we can forgive like God
forgives.
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
