In the movie Amadeus Antonio Salieri, the talented Austrian Royal
Court musician, is depicted becoming mentally deranged and angry with God for not
giving him talents greater than Mozart.

Nevertheless it remains a
powerful depiction of the corrosive power of jealousy on life and happiness.
