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In 1988 the University of Kansas men’s basketball team won the national NCAA championship with the
lowest win-loss percentage. Even though they drew a very low “seed” they persevered until they beat
the University of Oklahoma in the final game, 83-79. The reason they won the victory was because of
the outstanding play of one player by the name of Danny Manning. In the championship game the 6’
10” forward led his team to victory by scoring 31 points and grabbing 18 rebounds. It was as though he
placed the entire team on his back and took them to victory.
