Deuteronomy Chapter 7 challenges that mind-set. As they come into the Promised Land, God reminds
the people of Israel he chose and redeemed them not because they were a mighty, powerful nation. In
fact, they were powerless and enslaved when he brought them out of Egypt. What made them a people
chosen and blessed by God was their faithfulness, not their puffed-up sovereignty. They would continue
to receive Goda??s promises if they remained faithful.
