Living daily in openness, honesty, transparency, and
responsiveness to the Holy Spirit are soothing, pleasant harmonies of holiness. A
willingness to confess our short-falls and inconsistencies are accurate indicators of
our interior direction. vulnerable self-esteem, we thwart our spiritual growth and
maturity.

When | take my car to the dealership for maintenance the mechanic lifts the hood to
assess what needs to be changed and corrected. A mechanic has never "chewed
me out" or criticized me for needing changes and corrections. Similarly, the Holy
Spirit works in our hearts, not as our critic but as our Helper, Counselor, and
Advocate!
