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Psalm 73:1-3, 15-28

When we were children we may have been afraid of the dark, but when our father or
mother was with us we were unafraid. As adults there are times when we are still
afraid, but the psalmist gives us reassurance: "My salvation and my honor depend
on God; he is my mighty rock, my refuge" (Psalm 62:7).
