Sproul Jr. says, "The best translation . . . would be loyal love."* Another definition is:
"the consistent, ever-faithful, relentless, constantly pursuing, lavish, extravagant,
unrestrained, furious love of our Father God!"**

His hesed love compels us to spontaneous praise, unfettered petition, humble
confession, and steadfast intercession.
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
