We discipled a couple for three
years, giving them time, energy, employment, encouragement, personal finances,
and prayer. After we left, we learned that they had talked ill of us all the while. This
was incredibly hurtful.

King David experienced betrayal, but he knew that we can cast our cares on God
and that God will never let the righteous be shaken. David continued to follow God
even when he was deeply hurt by a close friend, because he knew it was the right
thing to do. Follow God and be assured that He is in control.
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
