That is why Jesus prays for us, interceding on our behalf. Instead of the worlda??s affirmation, we
have the heavenly Fathera??s care, the full measure of Christa??s joy, protection against the evil one,
and the sanctification by Goda??s Word of truth. Come to think of it, we already have the armor. We
just need to put it on! (Ephesians 6:10-17).
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
