In Joshua 24, God told Joshua to relate a brief history of Israel, how the people who lived before
Abraham worshiped other gods “beyond the Euphrates River.” God brought Abraham out of that land
into Canaan, giving him many descendants. God brought them out of slavery in Egypt, covering
Pharaoh’s pursuing chariots and horsemen with the waters of the sea. God brought them into the land
He had promised Abraham so many years before, driving out their enemies before them. God
instructed the Israelites to fear Him and serve Him with faithfulness, throwing away their false gods.
Joshua then directed the people to choose if they would serve the one and only King.
