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Psalm 79:1-13

reserved in heaven when we die. We are saved so that we can become living examples of God’s love
and power in this world. We are saved in order to continue God’s kingdom mission here on Earth.
What is that mission? Bringing hope, restoration, and reconciliation to a broken world—offering them
the opportunity to meet the God who can save them as well.
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
