Everything about how we live is to be reflective of how Jesus
would live. It is as if we ourselves are dead and it is Christ who is alive in our stead. Whenever
someone interacts with us, it is as if they are interacting with Jesus himself. In all things, at all times,
others know the love of God, the grace of Christ, and the forgiveness of Jesus in us and through us.
