The morning after a great storm an enormous tree blocked the main road of a small town. A local
pastor found the situation called for further inspection. Upon her arrival, she took notice of the immense
size of the tree. The question came to mind, “How could such a tree be toppled by the wind when so
many smaller trees were left standing?” The answer became evident upon closer inspection: this
enormous tree had a weak root system.
