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Acts 3:1-10

Where is the power? I bring spiritual gifts and talents to the table of God’s mission, but the power is not
in my name.

Peter and John were headed to the temple. They encountered a beggar, lame from birth. He asked for
help and Peter responded, “I’ll give you what I have.”
