We often talk about the importance of using our gifts to bless God and others, but we rarely look at the
flip side. What if not using these gifts were equivalent to stealing from God?

Pray about where God wants to use you,
and then ask God to give you the courage to step into that role today. Don't let fear keep you from
living into God’s purpose for you.
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
