This is why text messages and emails sometimes cause so much trouble: you can’t
hear the tone in a text. This is also why people use emojis (digital images in text). It's amazing how that
little smiley face can lighten up a message. The same is true when we are face-to-face. It's amazing
how a soft tone and a smile can defuse a potentially tough conversation.

As a parent, I'm still working on this one. | need to guard my tone just as much as my pre-teen son. If
we can, we'll discover, “The soothing tongue is a tree of life, but a perverse tongue crushes the spirit”
(v.4).
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
