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Psalm 135:15-21

Idol worship may feel like a foreign concept or a practice lost to time, but itis a
practice that is alive and well today.

Our cars, our houses, the tag on our jeans.

Celebrities, politicians, altered images.

Our comfort, our rights, our preferences.

Idolatry is all around us, even if we do not hold a statue in our hand. We must
carefully evaluate our lives and rip these idols from our clutches.
