4?21 will uphold
you with My righteous right hand.a?« (Isaiah 41:10) &?<You stretch out your hand against the anger of
my foes, with your right hand you save me.a?« (Psalm 138:7-8)

Is there something for which you need to see the power of Goda??s right hand? Be sure to testify when
you do.
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
