Admittedly, it can be frustrating, but we can try to view it as a wonderful reminder
that God made each of us with different ideas, personalities, skin tones, languages,
and gifts. He has made a beautiful mosaic with the people of the world. The
wonderful news is that He loves and knows each one. It is "in him we live and move
and have our being" (v. 28).
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
