Ephesians 3:1-11

The Trinity is so complex and yet so simple. God the Father, Jesus the Son, and the Holy Spirit each
have unique characteristics, but are all a part of the one true God. God the Father lovingly sent His
Son Jesus, to earth to accomplish His purpose.
