Why have a
cake if you can't eat it! Let the people say, "Amen!"

The point Joshua was making in Joshua 24, however, couldn't be more true and
necessary, then and now. When it comes to serving God, you can't serve another.
God had been faithful to the Israelites. He had led them out of bondage and set
them on a path toward freedom. Yet, because slavery is such bondage, they were
always inclined to return to their old, Egyptian ways which included the worship of
false gods. It was a temptation then. It is still a temptation today.
