1 Timothy 1:1-7

conversation" without being grounded in faith.

The
answer lies in living out the goal of the Christian life by following the command to
love. The source code for this kind of living is found in 1 Timothy 1:5: to have "a
pure heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith."

Keeping one's heart continuing in the flowing stream of the Spirit's presence
saturates the conscience?the moral compass of one's mind. The heart and mind are
protected by a faith that is not hypocritical?one's outward speech and daily
interactions reflect the Spirit of God that dwells inside. Let all of our hours belong to
God, and project His glory to the world.
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
