Perhaps it is
an obscure piece of information in the midst of the power and the positions, the
servants pleading and the character-hype surrounding this story. However, at the
conclusion of the story, Jesus hailed this centurion as one with for having believed
first without meeting Jesus. In the midst of all his power and position, the unlikely
centurion lived by faith and with humility. The one least likely to be chosen as the
most faithful by his religious contemporaries was found to have great faith.
