What does it mean to be a member of your household? Are people in your family known for being
dependable? Hardworking? Honest? Does your family value education? What is your family’s code of
ethics? While we may not always put these belief systems into writing, they are undoubtedly passed
from one generation to the next, either orally or by example.

What does it look like to have faith in the Son? What does it look like to be called a believer? What
does it mean to be a child of God?
