Because of our service. Sacrificially serving our neighbor(s) will have more lasting impact than
merely declaring verbally what we stand for.
Noting our obedience. â??Faith in Christ always results in good works. Obedience to God is the
mark of true saving faithâ?• (Ibrahim Emile).
Hearing our confession. Verbalizing to others what God has done draws those around us into
worship.
Touched by our generosity. Giving of money and possessions and also exhibiting a charitable,
unselfish spirit allow God to lavish His graceâ??through usâ??on those who do not know Him.
